Young adults over the age of 21 should register
independently of their parents. Please notify the Parish
Office of any changes in name, address, marital status
or if you are leaving the Parish.
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PRE-BAPTISM A mandatory Pre-Baptism instruction class
is scheduled on the second Sunday of every month at 10:30
AM in the Faculty Room of the school. Please call the parish
office at 732-985-5063 to register.

BAPTISM Baptism is normally celebrated on Sunday
afternoons at 1:00 PM. Please note Baptisms are not
celebrated during Lent. To arrange for Baptisms please call the
parish office at 732-985-5063.

SPIRITUAL DIRECTION Spiritual Direction is available to
all members of the parish of St. Matthew. To make an
appointment with a certified Spiritual Director call Deacon
Frank Yuhas at 732-985-5063.

RCIA Adults wishing to become Roman Catholic or receive
First Eucharist and/or Confirmation should contact the Parish
